(the other origin of the Aoyama Gakuin boys’ school)

The boys’ schools purchase the land of Aoyama district to move the school
(the boys’ school and girls’ school more here)

The boys’ school is renamed to Aoyama Gakuin

The girls’ school is also renamed to Aoyama Jogakuin
(Aoyama Jogakuin union with Aoyama Gakuin in 1927)

Aoyama Gakuin Midorigaoka Elementary School (renamed to Aoyama Gakuin Midorigaoka
Shotougakko in 1941) and Midorigaoka Kindergarten opens

Dora E. SCHOONMAKER

Born in New York, Dora E. Schoonmaker
came to Japan in 1874 at the young age of
23. About three weeks after her arrival,
she established a modest girls’ elementary
school with the help of Tsuda Sen, a
Japanese Christian, on November 16,
1874. This is the origin of Aoyama Gakuin
and we celebrate that day as our
foundation anniversary.

Julius SOPER

Born in Maryland, Julius Soper came to
Japan in 1873. In the following year, he
started Sunday worship service and
Sunday school with the help of Japanese
Christians. In 1878, he founded the Kokyo
Gakusha Boys’ School in the Tsukiji
district.

Robert S. MACLAY

Born in Pennsylvania, Robert S. Maclay
came to Japan in 1873 and founded the
Methodist Mission Seminary (Mikai
Shingakko) in Yokohama in 1879.
After the merging of Soper’s school
and Maclay’s seminary, he served as the
first chancellor of Aoyama Gakuin for 4
years.
